
Housing Agreement

Included in this Agreement is the Student and Parent Information and the financial information, attached to and made a part hereof.  Student must fill out both forms when completing this Agreement.

Unless payment by check is expressly permitted by the House Corporation, Occupancy Payments must be made via a recurring Credit/Debit Card transaction or an ACH Direct Debit to your checking account.  Unless you wish to pay for each semester [quarter] in advance, such payments shall be subject to an additional processing fee in the amount of $______________ per payment to cover the additional administrative costs and bank fees associated with such payment.  No processing fee shall be due for payments made on a full semester [quarter] basis.  Unless payment by check is expressly permitted by the House Corporation, you must complete the Payment Authorization form at the end of this Agreement (the “Payment Option”) based on how you wish to make your payments.  These transactions will be processed on the dates and amounts indicated above.  Credit/Debit Card transactions that are denied or returned checks will be considered a late payment and will result in the applicable late fees.  ACH Direct Debit transactions that are returned for insufficient funds or closed account or returned checks will result in a $30.00 (Thirty Dollars) charge plus any applicable late fees.

2. PARTIES AND AGREEMENTS

A. This Agreement is an agreement between House Corporation, Student and Parents.  This Agreement is for the purpose of providing Student with a room assignment in the house situated at ___________________________________________, ______________________ (the “Chapter House”) for the School Year.  It shall be effective upon execution by Student and Parents and acceptance by an authorized representative of House Corporation.  THIS AGREEMENT IS NOT A LEASE OR ANY OTHER INTEREST IN REAL PROPERTY.  IT IS A CONTRACTUAL ARRANGEMENT THAT CREATES A REVOCABLE LICENSE.
B. This Agreement is personal to Student and may not be assigned or otherwise transferred by Student to any other organization or person.  Student space may not be transferred or otherwise placed in occupancy, control, or care of another person or entity without the express written consent of an authorized representative of House Corporation.  Student may use the room space for residential purposes only.  Other uses are not permitted and may, at House Corporation’s option, result in termination of this Agreement and loss of the Housing Deposit, as defined below, and any other remedies available to House Corporation.

3. TERMS OF HOUSING

A. This Agreement covers the School Year.  Rooms are engaged for both fall and spring terms of the School Year, subject to the breaks shown in Section 2(C) above.  Student agrees to pay full charges for the space, subject to this Agreement, even if Student vacates said space before the end of the term of this Agreement, and agrees to pay reasonable attorney’s fees and costs of collection of any unpaid account as permitted by law; except as expressly provided in this Agreement, the foregoing applies regardless of the reason for the vacation of said space, including if Student transfers schools, terminates membership with Fraternity or Chapter, or moves to another residence, regardless of the cause.  The Occupancy Dates are subject to such additional closures, during periods when classes are not held at the University, as House Corporation may determine.  Any occupancy during periods which the Chapter House is closed or after the final closing date shall be considered a holdover which may be terminated by House Corporation at will (not on a month-to-month basis) upon 24 hours notice to Student; this provision is included only for the purposes of establishing House Corporation’s remedies in the event Student does not vacate as required and does not create an option or right for Student to extend the occupancy.  Payment for any such period shall be at a rate of Two Hundred Dollars ($200.00) per day.  If Student withdraws from the University or transfers to another school, he may petition the House Corporation to hear his request for release from this Agreement; the House Corporation’s determination of such petition shall consider such factors as financial hardship, Student or family illness or other extenuating circumstances, but the final determination shall be at the House Corporation’s sole discretion and shall be binding on Student.  As all situations are unique, prior determinations of the House Corporation shall in no way bind or affect its determination with regard to Student’s petition.

Study Abroad/Internships Exceptions – If Student is accepted into and elected to participate in a study abroad or internship programs, he will be charged a $_______ empty bed fee for the semester he is enrolled in the study abroad program, in lieu or paying the full Occupancy Payment, provided that a copy of the acceptance letter related to such program is provided to the House Corporation by September 30 (for spring abroad) and March 31 (for fall abroad).  If Student intends to participate in an internship, study abroad or similar programs more than 50 miles from the Chapter House, he may also appeal to the House Corporation for the same consideration.  If Student is required by the University to student teach or engage in similar educational opportunities required by the University for his course of study, at a location 50 miles or further from the Chapter House and provides notice within the time periods set forth above, no empty bed fee will be imposed.  The House Corporation decision under this Section shall be at its sole discretion and shall be binding on Student.  As all situations are unique, prior determinations of the House Corporation shall in no way bind or affect its determination regarding the Student’s petition.  Student may only receive one exception during his tenure as a member of Chapter.  By signing immediately below, I acknowledge that I have applied for and intend to participate in the program shown and if accepted and if I elect to attend, I will be bound by the financial obligations in this Section 3B in lieu of the Occupancy Payments in Section 1.

 STUDENT TEACHING/REQUIRED PROGRAM

An Occupancy Payment shall be considered late if it has not been received within five (5) days of due date.  Late payment is subject to a late fee of Thirty Dollars ($30.00), as well as interest charges, retroactive to the due date, on the outstanding balance at a rate of 1.5% interest per month (18% per annum) (or the highest amount allowed by law, if lower).

B. Any unpaid balances remaining due after termination of the occupancy shall be subject to 1.5% interest per month (18% per annum) (or the highest amount allowed by law, if lower).

C. Occupancy Payments and other charges for the School Year are based on the School Year as a whole and the charges shall not be adjusted if the School Year or the Occupancy Dates are modified for any reason.

D. This Agreement is for a non-exclusive right to occupy living space in the Chapter House and not for any particular room.  House Corporation makes no guaranty of the specific furniture to be available in each room.  House Corporation reserves the right to assign the Student to a room and to change his room assignment from time to time or to allow Chapter to change his room according to Chapter policies.  Additionally, Student acknowledges that disputes by or among occupants of the Chapter House may occur, and that House Corporation has no duty to accommodate Student or any other occupant of the Chapter House regarding such disputes.  Student acknowledges that no provision of this Agreement imposes a duty upon House Corporation to terminate the occupancy rights of any other occupant of the Chapter House because of disputes among or between Student and other occupants of the Chapter House.  Student acknowledges that House Corporation shall not be liable for any damages to person or property arising out of the acts of other occupants of the Chapter House or the room assigned to Student, or for any damages to person or property arising from disputes among or between other occupants or for any other reason.  
E. Student agrees to be contractually responsible for all dues and assessments charged by Chapter and Fraternity during the term of this Agreement.  A failure of Student to pay such dues and assessments shall be deemed a breach of this Agreement.

F. Student agrees to all house rules relative to the Chapter House, including those attached to this Agreement (as they may be amended from time to time). Student hereby acknowledges that he has received, reviewed and understands these rules.  

G. Student agrees to abide by the laws and guidelines of Fraternity and the risk reduction policy and guidelines of the Fraternity (as they may be amended from time to time).  A copy of the law and guidelines of Fraternity and the risk reduction policy and guidelines of Fraternity can be obtained from the Chapter’s President.  Student shall comply at all times with the Chapter Operating Agreement and fulfill all of his obligations thereunder and refrain from any activities or actions which are prohibited.  The obligations and prohibitions in the Chapter Operating Agreement are incorporated by reference in this Agreement.  This Agreement is conditioned upon Student remaining in good standing with the Chapter and the Fraternity and, if Student is not at any time in compliance with this obligation, House Corporation may, at its sole discretion, terminate this Agreement.

H. Student agrees to maintain his room, all common areas, and the contents assigned to him in good condition and in accordance with all regulations of the Chapter, Fraternity, and House Corporation, as now exist or as may be subsequently created.

I. Student shall make no alterations to any portion of the Chapter House without the prior approval of House Corporation.  Any loft which is constructed must be free standing and shall not be connected to any portion of the structure of the Chapter House.  All loft construction shall follow the appropriate local building codes and regulations. House Corporation’s permission for any improvements or inspection of the same is solely for its benefit and is in no way a representation that such improvements comply with any laws or codes, that the same is constructed in a safe or careful manner or is suitable for its intended purpose.

J. Student shall return all keys to the Chapter House upon termination of occupancy for any cause.  Student agrees to pay House Corporation Two Hundred Fifty Dollars ($250.00) as liquidated damages for Student’s failure to return keys.  This is in addition to any and all damages which might be allowed pursuant to this Agreement or law.

K. Student must at all times be a student in good standing with the University, the Chapter and the Fraternity.

L. Student shall be permitted to invite and host guests at the Chapter House, subject to the limitations herein; provided that all guests shall be subject to and abide by the terms of this Agreement to the same extent as Student, Student shall take all steps necessary to assure that his guests abide by this Contract and Student shall be financially responsible for any claims, damages, losses, expenses or liabilities arising out of the acts or omissions of his guests.
M. When checking into the Chapter House, Student must follow all Chapter procedures, including filling out and signing a room condition checklist upon inspection of the room and turned in the checklist within 24 hours of occupancy.  When checking out of the Chapter House, Student must follow the Chapter move-out process and return the room to the original configuration and condition, turn in all keys, and remove all personal property.  Failure to follow proper check-out procedures may result in improper check-out charges.  When Student vacates the Chapter House, or upon termination of this Agreement, Student must remove all personal property and leave his room and any furnishings, fixtures, and appliances clean, with reasonable wear and tear excepted.  Student acknowledges that items left in the Chapter House after vacating or the termination of this Agreement shall be deemed to be abandoned property and may be immediately disposed of by the House Corporation, in its sole discretion.  Any costs incurred by the House Corporation in such disposal of Student’s property will be Student’s responsibility.  House Corporation has no duty to store any property of Student not removed as required above, nor to reimburse Licensee for any loss related to such property.

4. DEPOSITS

A. A _____________________________________ Dollars ($__________) deposit (“Housing Deposit”) shall be due upon the signing of this Agreement.  THE HOUSING DEPOSIT SHALL NOT BE USED FOR THE LAST MONTH’S OCCUPANCY PAYMENT.  The Housing Deposit may be used, with or without notice to Student, to cure any current default by Student, under this Agreement including, without limitation, the satisfaction of any Occupancy Payments then due and owing.  To the extent that the Housing Deposit is not applied in the manner set forth herein, it shall be returned to Student.  Student and House Corporation acknowledge that the Housing Deposit relates only to this Agreement and is not, and shall not be deemed to be, a security deposit, as defined under state law.  Student shall remain liable for any deficiencies or balances remaining unpaid, and/or other damages to the room, the Chapter House, and furnishings and contents thereof, after application of the Housing Deposit.  In the event that any part of the Housing Deposit is applied by House Corporation for payments owed by Student, Student shall, within five (5) days of receipt of notice from House Corporation, pay to House Corporation the sum required to bring the Housing Deposit to an amount equal to twice the amount set forth above.  House Corporation shall have the right to obtain the funds required to bring the Housing Deposit to the required level by using the Credit/Debit Card transaction or an ACH Direct Debit as selected by Student.  

B. A cleaning deposit (the “Cleaning Deposit”) of $__________ shall be paid concurrently ______, but separately from the Housing Deposit which shall be used to pay for any cleaning or repair of the Student’s room required upon move out at end of each School Year.  The Housing Deposit and the Cleaning Deposit are collectively referred to as the “Deposits.”

C. In addition, damages which are apportioned among all residents of the Chapter House as provided in Section 7(D) below may be taken directly from the Deposits, if so elected by House Corporation.  Student shall receive no interest on the Deposit.  The Deposits will be maintained in a bank account together with all other housing deposits and cleaning deposits paid by other students (if any) at House Corporation’s bank, the name and address of which are available upon request.  House Corporation shall be permitted to hold the Deposits as the deposits under any subsequent housing or affiliation agreement entered into by Student until such time as Student (i) graduates from the University, (ii) transfers to another school or (iii) otherwise withdraws from the University.  If Student terminates membership with Fraternity, or otherwise refuses to sign a housing agreement or affiliation agreement required by the House Corporation, while enrolled at the University, House Corporation may retain the Deposits as its administrative fee to compensate House Corporation for expenses incurred from removing Student from its records, preparing documentation for a new student to replace Student as an occupant of the Chapter House and other administrative functions.  

D. The following notice is provided to Student:

You must notify House Corporation in writing within ten (10) days after the termination of this Agreement of a forwarding address where you can be reached and where you will receive mail; otherwise House Corporation shall be relieved of (i) the obligation, if any, to send an itemized list of damages and (ii) the penalties related thereto.  In the event such address is required, and unused parts of the Deposits shall be promptly forwarded to Student by House Corporation upon the end of the School Year during which Student graduates from the University, transfer to another school or otherwise withdraws from the University.

5. CANCELLATION OF CONTRACT

A. Subject to Sections B and C below, cancellation of this Agreement for any reason by Student, or cancellation “for good cause” (as defined in Section D below) by House Corporation, prior to the stated termination date, shall be deemed a premature termination of this Agreement, and shall result in loss of the Housing Deposit, in addition to all other remedies at law or in equity.

B. If Student cancels this Agreement prior to occupancy and finds a suitable replacement occupant, whose substitution for Student hereunder is accepted in writing by House Corporation, House Corporation, at its discretion, may refund the Housing Deposit.  “Occupancy” means acceptance of a room key and placing of personal belongings in the Chapter House.  After occupancy, no cancellation by Student will be accepted.

C. House Corporation reserves the right to terminate this Agreement with reasonable notice and for good cause.  “Good cause” means any conduct which disrupts the orderly administration and/or function of the Chapter House or is a violation of any obligations or duties of this Agreement.  Reasonable notice means forty-eight (48) hours unless a longer period is required by law or set forth in this Agreement.

D. House Corporation reserves the right to terminate this Agreement if (i) Student ceases to be a student in good standing at the University or a member in good standing of the Chapter or Fraternity, or (ii) if Chapter ceases to be a chapter in good standing with Fraternity or the University.

E. Should Student (i) fail to pay any Occupancy Payments or other charges when due or (ii) breach any other obligation under this Agreement, after reasonable notice, then House Corporation may, at its election, and in addition to all other rights and remedies at law or in equity or in this Agreement, (a) declare all Occupancy Payments and other charges for the entire unexpired School Year at once due and payable, and if not paid immediately upon demand by House Corporation then to resort to legal process for collection of all unpaid and accelerated payments due under this Agreement; (b) terminate this Agreement and resort to legal process for collection of damages and/or removal from the Chapter House; and/or (c) lawfully remove all persons and property from the Chapter House, and store the property in a public warehouse or elsewhere at the cost and for the account of Student.
6. RIGHT OF ENTRY; COMMON AREAS

A. House Corporation reserves the right to enter and search the Chapter House and student rooms from time to time, or at any time, with or without notice, for purposes of inspection, verification of occupancy, policy enforcement, safety, health, maintenance, and to reclaim any House Corporation property.  Student hereby expressly consents to such entry and search of his room without notice and further agrees to cooperate with such search by unlocking any locked containers. Student also acknowledges that House Corporation may from time to time install security cameras in the Chapter House, as House Corporation may determine at its sole discretion.  Student expressly waives all and any claims related in any way to such security cameras.  

B. Student shall have the right to enter and use the common areas of the Chapter House jointly with the other occupants of the Chapter House, subject to the same limitations as set forth herein.

7. OBLIGATIONS

A. Student agrees to comply with all of the terms and conditions of this Agreement and with all laws, rules, regulations and ordinances now or hereinafter in effect, together with all rules, regulations or policies now in effect for the Chapter House or hereafter imposed by Chapter, the University or Fraternity.  Student agrees to comply with all local municipality housing, fire and safety regulations.

B. Items allowed in the Chapter House include irons, radios, hair curlers and small portable electrical equipment.  Prohibited items include, but are not limited to, air conditioning units, waterbeds, fireworks, and food preparation hotplates.

C.  (a) Student shall not (nor shall Student knowingly permit any guests of Student or other person under Student’s control), engage in unlawful activity or drug related criminal activity, in or about the Chapter House; (b) Student shall not disturb, annoy, endanger or inconvenience neighbors of the Chapter House or other occupants of the Chapter House; (c) at the time of occupancy, Student shall inspect his assigned room in the Chapter House and verify the room is in a clean, habitable and undamaged condition except as noted on the student check-in form provided during move-in/house opening; (d) property left in the Chapter House after Student vacates the Chapter House will be deemed abandoned and may be disposed of immediately as House Corporation sees fit, without liability or accountability; (e) Student will not use the Chapter House for any immoral or unlawful purpose, nor commit waste or nuisance upon or about the Chapter House; (f) Student shall practice good housekeeping and keep the Chapter House neat and clean; (g) tampering with or disabling any life-safety system or device is prohibited, (h) flammables, bicycles and motorcycles shall be stored outside in designated areas, (i) the possession of firearms or other weapons on the Chapter House property is prohibited, (j) the use of burning candles in the Chapter House is prohibited, (k) the use or possession of alcohol, marijuana (regardless of whether legal in the state in which the Chapter house is located) or illegal substances is prohibited on the Chapter House property, and (l) no visitations (whether overnight or otherwise) of an intimate nature are permitted in the Chapter House. 

D. Student shall be liable for all damage and loss arising from or related to Student’s acts or omission, including damage the Chapter House, its fixtures or furnishings, or personal property furnished under this Agreement; provided, however, that Student’s liability shall not extend to damage to the Chapter House, its fixtures or furnishings, to the extent that House Corporation receives, or is entitled to receive, insurance proceeds from House Corporation’s insurance coverage as a result of such damage  DAMAGE TO COMMON AREAS FOR THE CHAPTER HOUSE WILL BE CHARGED ON A PRO-RATA BASIS TO ALL OCCUPANTS OR MEMBERS.  IN THE CASE WHERE DAMAGE IS CAUSED BY INDIVIDUALS AND THEY CAN BE CLEARLY IDENTIFIED BY AN OFFICER OF THE CHAPTER, THE SPECIFIC INDIVIDUALS WILL BE HELD LIABLE FOR THE REPAIR CHARGES.  Charges for damages are not limited to the Housing Deposit and such damages need not be paid (but may be paid, if so elected by House Corporation) from any reserve funds created by House Corporation for the Chapter House which are to be used primarily for repairs and replacements resulting from normal use of the Chapter House and not for vandalism, misuse or negligence the expense for which shall be allocated as provided in this Section.

E. For health and safety reasons, no pets of any kind shall be kept in or about the Chapter House without the prior written consent of House Corporation and then only if permitted by the University.  As a reasonable accommodation in connection with a student’s disability, the House Corporation may permit a bona fide service animal that is professionally trained and used for the assistance of such a student subject to the requirements of the University.

F. The Chapter House is a non-smoking environment.  No smoking of any type is permitted, at any time, in the Chapter House (or on any adjacent grounds).

8. LIABILITY

A. RELEASE: STUDENT HEREBY RELEASES FRATERNITY AND HOUSE CORPORATION, AND THEIR RESPECTIVE OFFICERS, EMPLOYEES, AGENTS AND REPRESENTATIVES (THE “RELEASED PARTIES”), FROM ANY LIABILITY, LOSS OR DAMAGE TO STUDENT’S OR STUDENT’S GUEST’S(S’) PROPERTY ARISING OUT OF OR CONNECTED IN ANY WAY TO THE CHAPTER HOUSE OR THE USE THEREOF, INCLUDING BUT NOT LIMITED TO THEFT, BURGLARY, ASSAULT, BATTERY, ARSON, MISCHIEF OR OTHER CRIME, VANDALISM, FIRE, SMOKE, WATER, LIGHTNING, RAIN, FLOOD, WATER LEAKS, HAIL, ICE, SNOW, EXPLOSION, INTERRUPTION OF  UTILITIES, ELECTRICAL SHOCK, DEFECT IN ANY OF THE CONTENTS OF THE CHAPTER HOUSE OR THE ROOM, ACTS OF GOD, OTHER UNEXPLAINED PHENOMENA, ACTS OF OTHER RESIDENTS OR PERSONS, AND ANY LIABILITY, LOSS OR DAMAGE CAUSED BY THE NEGLIGENCE OF ANY OF THE RELEASED PARTIES (ALL CLAIMS RELEASED IN THIS PARAGRAPH ARE REFERRED TO HEREAFTER AS THE “RELEASED CLAIMS”).

B. INDEMNIFICATION:  STUDENT WILL INDEMNIFY, DEFEND AND HOLD HARMLESS THE RELEASED PARTIES FOR ANY LIABILITY, LOSS OR DAMAGE, INCLUDING BUT NOT LIMITED TO COSTS AND REASONABLE ATTORNEY’S FEES, ARISING OUT OF OR CONNECTED IN ANY WAY WITH ANY OF THE RELEASED CLAIMS.

C. STUDENT INSURANCE:  STUDENT IS HEREBY ADVISED THAT NEITHER FRATERNITY’S NOR HOUSE CORPORATION’S INSURANCE COVERS PERSONAL PROPERTY OF STUDENT.  STUDENT IS URGED TO PURCHASE INSURANCE COVERAGE FOR LOSS TO PERSONAL PROPERTY DUE TO FIRE, THEFT, WATER DAMAGE AND OTHER UNFORTUNATE EVENTS, TOGETHER WITH LIABILITY COVERAGE.

D. Automobile Insurance:  Without limiting the general provisions set forth above, Student expressly releases the Released Parties from any claim or damage to Student’s vehicles, bicycles or motorcycles, or other similar property (“Vehicles”), arising from or relating to any Released Claim.  Student expressly acknowledges that neither the House Corporation, FRATERNITY or the Chapter has insurance covering Student’s Vehicles and that Student is solely responsible for obtaining such coverage in amounts and in a form which Student determines is appropriate.

IT IS EXPRESSLY UNDERSTOOD AND AGREED BY THE PARTIES HERETO THAT NO CREDIT WILL BE ALLOWED FOR MEALS NOT TAKEN AT THE CHAPTER HOUSE OR FOR TIME SPENT LIVING ELSEWHERE, SUBJECT ONLY TO THE PROVISIONS SET FORTH ABOVE FOR SICKNESS OR DISABILITY.

10. MISCELLANEOUS

A. If any section of this Agreement is ruled illegal or invalid, such ruling shall not affect the validity or enforceability of the remainder of that section or of the remaining provisions of this Agreement as a whole.

B. This Agreement represents the entire agreement between the parties and may not be modified except by mutual agreement, in writing and signed by both parties.

C. No waiver of any term or condition, or of the breach of any term or condition, of this Agreement shall be deemed either to (i) constitute a waiver of any subsequent breach of such term or condition, or (ii) justify or authorize any non-observance of such term or condition, or any other term or condition.

D. This Agreement shall be governed by the laws of the State of ______________________ and is entirely performable in City of _______________________, ___________________.

E. All notices to Student shall be sent to, or posted at, the Chapter House, unless, following the termination of this Agreement, a forwarding address is provided, in writing, to House Corporation.
F. All notices to House Corporation shall be sent to ____________________________________________.

G. Student acknowledges and agrees that neither he nor any member of Chapter, nor Chapter, is an agent of Fraternity or House Corporation.  Notwithstanding the foregoing, House Corporation may, at its election, delegate, in writing, one or more of its rights under this Agreement to an officer of the Chapter.

H. In the event of a happening which makes the Chapter House unsuitable for its intended use, House Corporation shall have the option to declare this Housing Agreement void and of no further force or effect; or House Corporation may repair the Chapter House, and then all obligations of this Housing Agreement shall continue to be binding upon Student from the date of completion or rehabilitation, so as to render the Chapter House once again suitable for its intended use.  House Corporation shall be entitled to reassign rooms, to increase the occupancy of rooms or to use common area rooms for occupancy if it determines the same is required to accommodate all students following a casualty loss.

I. All fees, fines, charges and other payments due under this Agreement for non-compliance are hereby agreed to be liquidated damages.  House Corporation, Student and Parents agree that determining the exact amount of House Corporation’s damage in each case of non-compliance by Student is difficult, but that the fees, fines, charges and other payments set forth herein represent a fair estimate of House Corporation’s damages and are hereby agreed to by the parties.

J. In the event of a default by Student under this Agreement, House Corporation shall work with and cooperate with the University in withholding Student’s grades and/or diploma until all such defaults have been cured.

K. House Corporation may, at its option, terminate this Agreement at any time if House Corporation, in its sole discretion, deems such action to be necessary or desirable, whether for health, academic or any other reason, but in such event, a prorata share of any amounts paid by Student hereunder shall be refunded to Student for any unexpired paid period.

L. This Agreement is entered into between Student and House Corporation.  Student acknowledges that only the officers of House Corporation have the authority to modify or terminate this Agreement and that no Chapter officer or member or volunteer for Chapter or Fraternity has the authority to change this Agreement in any way, including, but not limited to, amending, modifying, extending, terminating or negotiating a satisfaction or release because of a breach of this Agreement, except as such rights may be delegated to an officer as provided in Section 10(G) above.  House Corporation may assign its rights in this Agreement at any time as security for a loan, as part of the conveyance of the Chapter House or for any other reason.

M. This Agreement may be executed by counterparts and each set of fully executed counterparts say be deemed to be one original.  Signatures to this Agreement transmitted by email or other electronic means shall be valid and effective to bind the party so signing.  However, each party also agrees to promptly deliver an execution original of this Agreement with its actual signature to the other parties upon request, but a failure to do so shall not affect the enforceability of this Agreement.
N. House Corporation’s obligations and Student’s rights under this Agreement are expressly conditioned upon execution of this Agreement by Parents (or by another individual acceptable to House Corporation, at its sole discretion).  Parents are directly and fully liable for all obligations of Student under this Housing Agreement and are jointly and severally liable with Student hereunder.  Parents shall have no occupancy rights at the Chapter House.  Parents acknowledge that they are directly and indirectly benefitted from having Student live in the Chapter House and that adequate consideration for entering into this Housing Agreement has been received.

HOUSE RULES

1. All activities occurring in the Chapter House or on the adjacent real estate shall comply with the risk reduction policy and guidelines of Fraternity.
2. The Chapter House and grounds shall be kept and maintained in a clean, orderly, sanitary, and habitable condition at all times.

3. No firearms, ammunition, weapons, or explosives may be possessed, stored, or otherwise caused to be present in the Chapter House or on the adjacent real estate.

4. Tampering with, destroying, or misusing in any way, smoke detectors, fire detection and alarm systems, and/or sprinkler systems/fire extinguishers is strictly prohibited.

5. No one is allowed on the roof, in mechanical rooms or other parts of the Chapter House not design for residential purposes at any time.

6. The Chapter House and furnishings will be utilized by the members and their guests in a manner consistent with the purpose for which they were designed.  No furnishings should be removed from the Chapter House, at any time, without the express consent of House Corporation.

7. No furniture (except furniture specifically designed for such purpose) shall be placed outside of the Chapter House, including, without limitation, on any porch.

8. There shall be no alteration or removal of any interior or exterior, permanent or decorative fixtures or equipment, including, without limitation, any plumbing, heating, water or electrical fixtures, equipment or systems.

9. There shall be no alteration (including painting) of any part of the Chapter House.

10. Any painting, removal of furnishings, or other substantial alteration to individual living quarters requires the express written permission of House Corporation.

11. Living quarters shall be maintained in a clean condition at all times.

12. No windows, doors, window frames, door frames, door handles, locks, or latches shall be removed or altered in any way.

13. No bridges, slides, pools, ponds, waterslides, stages, or other structures shall be constructed within the Chapter House or on the adjacent real estate, except by licensed, insured contractors with the express written consent of House Corporation.
